Q: Where is the bid sheet?

A: Itis on page 3. You will see Unit Price and Total in Column Headings. You are only being
asked to give one price.

Q: Are you requiring a bid bond?
A: No.
Q: What insurance are you requiring?

A: We will require evidence of insurance according to the requirements specified in the City
of Chattanooga Standard Terms & Conditions as posted at http://www.chattanooga.gov/
purchasing/standard-terms-and-conditions. The evidence of insurance does not have to be
turned in with the bid because of the short notice. The evidence of insurance will have to be
turned in to the City by the contractor before work can begin.

Q: What are the dimensions of the house?

A: 3,525 feet according to public records.
