Councilman Grohn voiced concerns of his constituents in the Mentone & Gunbarrel area
who feel that the Transportation Department did not listen to their safety concerns. Councilman
Gilbert later thanked Mr. Kuyrkendall for the work that has been done in his district and reiterated
the need for sidewalks in his district.
