“Mayor’s Proclamation for Domestic Violence Awareness Month”
Councilwoman Carol Berz and the Family Justice Center

Councilwoman Berz presented the Mayor’s proclamation for Domestic Violence Awareness Month
to Dr. Valerie Radu, Executive Director of the Family Justice Center. Dr. Radu accepted the
proclamation, along with the following individuals: Cederic Adams, FJC Navigator; Heather Ann
Flowers, FJC Navigator/Court Advocate; Wendy Jenkins, FJC Clinical Coordinator; CPD Assistant
Chief Tracy Arnold and Assistant Chief Eric Tucker; Molly Cooper of the Mayor’s Office. Dr. Radu
also informed the Assembly of the opening of the center on tomorrow, October 26, 2016.
Councilman Gilbert expressed thanks for the assistance provided by the center.

RECOGNITION OF PERSONS WISHING TO ADDRESS COUNCIL
