Rebuttal: Mr. Cash spoke on this property’s compliance with the River-to-Ridge and
adjacent land uses. He discussed the parking for the employees and noted that this
property is not a part of the historical area in Glenwood. (The Opposition ran out of time
as just as Dr. Keith Nichols attempted to address the Council.)
