There a 
pattern of homes on that part of the block that have smaller lots or smaller road 
frontage. He would like to add one more housing unit. He has spoken to the Hill City 
Neighborhood Association and several neighbors are in favor of his plan. He has 
spoken to the Opposition and feels a misunderstanding may have occurred. He has 
RPA approval and asks the Council’s approval to re-establish what was there before.
