o Creation of an oversight committee appointed by each of the nine councilpersons; and
Clawback material in two pieces: (1) physical - by the a reversionary clause, and (2) the
service clawback - by reduced payment due to lack of performance.

Therefore,
Councilman Henderson moved to approve issuing the RFP to get the matter on the floor. Vice
Chair Dotley seconded. Councilwoman Berz moved to amend based upon the amended criteria
read into the record.
