SPECIAL PRESENTATION 
 

Proclamation Honoring Lee “Sonny” Mosley, Jr. 
By Councilwoman Demetrus Coonrod 

 
Councilwoman Coonrod read the following proclamation:  
 
WHEREAS, Mr. Lee “Sonny” Mosley, Jr. began this life’s journey on December 6, 1938, in 
Chattanooga, Tennessee. As a young child, his parents gave him the nickname “Sonny,” which 
became a term of endearment for everyone that knew and loved him.  He was a very proud 
husband, father, grandfather, and great grandfather, and was always his family’s greatest protector 
and supporter.  
 
WHEREAS, he was raised in the Westside Community, and was a lifelong member of First Baptist 
Church – East 8th Street. He accepted Christ at a young age and remained an active member of 
the church by serving on the Usher Ministry until his passing on December 20, 2019.  
 
WHEREAS, Mr. Mosley was educated in the Chattanooga Public Schools System, graduating from 
Howard High School in 1956. He prided himself on being one of the students who attended Howard 
at its original location on Carter Street. He furthered his education at Tennessee State University 
before returning home to Chattanooga to reside.  
 
WHEREAS, in 1965, Sonny became one of the first African American Police Officers hired to protect 
and serve in the City of Chattanooga. He served with the Chattanooga Police Department for 28 
years before retiring at the rank of Sergeant in 1993.

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WHEREAS, after leaving the police department, he returned to the law enforcement field as the 
Lieutenant of Hospital Security Administration at Erlanger Health Systems, serving for 15 years. 
Upon retirement from Erlanger, he continued his last assignment as City Traffic Court Officer 
under the Honorable Judge Russell Bean.
