Proclamation Honoring George Provost

leading a U.S. Tennis Association Adult and Mixed Doubles team to victory during
state championship as captain.

WHEREAS, Mr. Provost is a diligent Chattanooga Tennis Foundation Board Member, a certified
referee, and instructor. In 2014, he was recognized as the United States Tennis
Association’s Volunteer of the Year, by implementing free tennis lessons to hundreds
of disadvantaged adults and children around the Chattanooga.

WHEREAS, In 2000, Mr. Provost founded the Chattanooga River City Tennis Association, a USTA
and Rainbow League certified club based out of the Brainerd Recreation Center, which
was recognized as the USTA Education Merit winner. Since founding the club, he
continues coaching over forty children and adults two days a week, while also directing
countless events and tournaments.
