Applicant’s planned use for an event space, the split zoning request, and the parcels being
combined in 2020. He also noted the Applicant’s willingness to accept a condition
regarding the STVR.

¢ Hanna-Claire Boggess (Attorney, Chambliss, Bahner & Stophel P.C.) — She discussed
the Applicant’s event venue, the online STVR listings, the fence between the parcels, the
long-term resident on the premises, and the fifteen signatures they have from surrounding
neighbors in support of the rezoning. planned uses. [View here for full comments.]

Both attorneys responded to questions on the Applicant’s event venue, “The Betty,” which is
operating on the property and advertised on various STVR websites. Councilman Henderson
demonstrated that he could use his phone to rent a room on the premises online now.

Upon no further questions, Councilman Henderson spoke on the quiet enjoyment of the
neighborhood. Councilwoman Noel spoke on how an event hall was not appropriate for this
neighborhood. Therefore, Councilwoman Noel moved to deny. Councilman Henderson
seconded.
