o The properties contained within the Westside and their current ownership 
o Aging infrastructure at College Hill Courts and Gateway Tower 
o The need for HUD’s Choice Neighborhoods grant in order to implement 

necessary repairs, demolition, and construction 
o The requirements of the Choice Neighborhoods grant: 

 One-for-one replacement of housing 
 Right to return 
 Relocation & mobility counseling 

o CHA’s partnership with: 
 Housing Opportunities Unlimited – relocation partner company

• Concern over STVR zoning requests already received for the Westside by CHA 
affiliated firms 

• What happens to the project if the grant & other federal funding is not awarded 

• Length of time it will take to implement & complete each project phase 

• Transitional services that will be offered to residents to encourage upwards mobility

• Additional information about the below CHA partners & their proposals for this project:
