ORDINANCE NO. 10742

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND THE CHARTER OF THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA, AND ALL ACTS, ORDINANCES, AND OTHER CHARTER PROVISIONS AMENDATORY THEREOF, PURSUANT TO THE PROVISIONS OF ARTICLE XI, SECTION 9, OF THE CONSTITUTION OF THE STATE OF TENNESSEE, TO AMEND THE DUTIES OF THE FINANCE OFFICER.



BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA, TENNESSEE:



SECTION 1.  That the present Charter of said City, and all Acts and Ordinances amendatory thereof, be and is hereby further amended as provided hereinafter.



Item 1.  That the Charter having been superceded in part by the Court Order in Brown v. Board of Commissioners, et al., CIV-1-87-388 in the United States District Court for the Eastern District of Tennessee, Southern Division, shall be amended by substituting the phrase “finance officer” for the word “auditor” in the following sections:  Private Acts 1901, Chapter 432, §4, as amended by the Private Acts 1968, Chapter 476, §1 (being Section 3.95 of the City Charter); Private Acts 1937, Chapter 868, §3 as amended by Private Acts 1945, Chapter 425, §§ 2-6, as amended by Private Acts 1969, Chapter 165, §1 (being Section 4.4 of the City Charter); Private Acts 1901, Chapter 432, § 76 (being Section 4.38 of the City Charter); Private Acts 1957, Chapter 73,  § 5 (being Section 5.9 of the City Charter); Private Acts 190); Private Acts 1935, Chapter 647,  § 3 (being Section 6.15 of the City Charter); Private Acts 1941, Chapter 456, §§ 1-12 (being Section 6.128 of the City Charter); Private Acts 1949, Chapter 884, § 5 (being Section 6.138 of the City Charter); Private Acts 1911, Chapter 10, § 16 (being Section 8.13 of the City Charter); Private Acts 1901, Chapter 432, § 29 (being Section 8.37 of the City Charter); Private Acts 1935, Chapter 455, § 3 as amended by Private Acts 1939, Chapter 348, (being Section 10.3 of the City Charter); Private Acts 1935, Chapter 455, § 4 (being Section 10.4 of the City Charter); Private Acts 1911, Chapter 15, § 2 as amended by Ordinance No. 9433, §1 (being Section 11.24 of the City Charter); Private Acts 1911, Chapter 15, § 3 (being Section 11.25 of the City Charter); Private Acts 1949, Chapter 201, § 6 (being Section 14.4 of the City Charter); and Private Acts 1949, Chapter 602, § 6 (being Section 15.23 of the City Charter).  



Item 2.  That the Charter shall be further amended by deleting the provision enacted by the Private Acts 1935, Chapter 105, § 2 (being Section 3.96 of the City Charter) in its entirety and substituting in lieu thereof the following:


“The City Finance Officer of the City of Chattanooga shall be the general accounting and chief fiscal officer of the city.  Additionally the City Finance Officer shall:

1.
Maintain accounting and financial reporting records in accordance with standards and procedures established by the State of Tennessee.

2. Ensure that city funds are expended as appropriated by the city council and that no expenditures are made in excess of the amount previously appropriated.

3.
Perform such other duties as may be imposed upon him by other provisions of the Charter or by ordinance of the city.

4.
Maintain and be the custodian of the city’s official records, except when another custodian for specific records is designated by Charter or ordinance.”

SECTION 2.  BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, That all laws constituting the present Charter of the City of Chattanooga, not in conflict with this amendatory home rule ordinance, be and the same are continued in full force and effect, and all laws or parts of laws in conflict therewith are hereby repealed.



SECTION 3.  BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, That if any clause, sentence, paragraph, section, or part of this ordinance shall be held to be unconstitutional or void, it shall not affect the remaining parts of this Ordinance, it being hereby declared to be the legislative intent to have passed the remainder of this Ordinance notwithstanding such part, if any, as may be held to be invalid.



SECTION 4.  BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, That this Ordinance shall be published in full by the Clerk of the City Council in both daily newspapers in the City of Chattanooga after the passage thereof on third and final reading.



SECTION 5.  BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, That the Clerk of the City Council shall certify the passage of this Ordinance to the Hamilton County Election Commission and request that the proposed amendment to the home rule Charter of the City of Chattanooga, Tennessee, be placed on the ballot to be used in the general state election to be held on or about November 3, 1998.



SECTION 6.  BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, That the City Finance Officer is authorized and directed to pay the pro rata cost of this special City election.



SECTION 7.  BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, That the Hamilton County Election Commission shall certify to the Clerk of the City Council of the City of Chattanooga, Tennessee, the result of said election, and the said Clerk shall cause said certification to be made a part of the minutes of the City Council.



SECTION 8.  BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, That Section 1 of this Ordinance shall take effect sixty (60) days after its approval by a majority of the qualified voters of the City voting thereon, as provided by Article XI, Section 9, Constitution of Tennessee, the public welfare requiring it.



SECTION 9.  BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, That this Ordinance shall take effect, except for Section 1, two (2) weeks from and after its passage as provided by law.
