
            ORDINANCE NO. 10749

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND ORDINANCE NO. 6958, AS AMENDED, KNOWN AS THE ZONING ORDINANCE, TO INCORPORATE NEW LANGUAGE RELATIVE TO PERMIT PROCEDURES; PLACEMENT OF PLANTS; ADDING A DEFINITION; AND REVISING THE NUMBERING SYSTEM OF THE LANDSCAPE PROVISIONS ADOPTED IN ORDINANCE NO. 10692.

WHEREAS, the Regional Planning Agency staff has determined there is a need to further define certain requirements of the Landscape Provision of the City of Chattanooga Zoning Ordinance; and 


WHEREAS, these changes reflect the replacement of the term “building permit” with the term “land-disturbing permit”; changes as to the location of trees relative to the sight triangle; and the addition of a definition for new development; and


WHEREAS, the general public health, safety, morals, convenience, prosperity and general welfare will be benefitted by the adoption of these amended landscaping requirements; and 
WHEREAS, the Chattanooga-Hamilton County Regional Planning Commission has adopted a resolution on August 10, 1998 recommending the adoption of these amended Landscaping Provisions to the Chattanooga City Council; 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA;


SECTION 1.  That the Landscaping Provisions within Article VI of the Zoning Ordinance, as amended by Ordinance No. 10692 be further amended as follows:

That Article VI, Section 115.02, sub-section (3) "Landscape Plan Submittal", be amended by deleting the following sentence:

Proposed developments subject to the provisions of this Article  shall file for a building permit and submit a landscape site plan prepared by a registered landscape architect or architect to the Building Inspections Office.

    And substitute in lieu thereof the following:

Proposed developments, subject to the provisions of this Article, shall file for a land disturbing permit and submit a landscape site plan prepared by a registered landscape architect or architect.


SECTION 2.  That the Landscaping Provisions within Article VI of the Zoning Ordinance, as amended by Ordinance No. 10692 be further amended as follows:

That Section 115.02, sub-section (4) "Plant Installation Plan", be amended by deleting the following sentence:

Prior to receiving a Certificate of Occupancy, a Plant Installation Plan shall be submitted to the Building Inspections Office and approved containing the following information:


And substitute in lieu thereof the following:

Prior to receiving a Certificate of Occupancy, a Plant Installation Plan prepared by a registered landscape architect or architect shall be submitted and approved containing the following information:

That Section 115.03 be amended by adding as sub-section (7) the following:

(7)
No trees shall be located within the sight triangle as defined by the Chattanooga Zoning Ordinance.

That Section 115.12, "Definitions", alphabetically add the following:

new development - construction of a new building or structure on its own lot is considered as new development.  New buildings or structures constructed on a lot which already contains existing buildings is considered as an expansion.



SECTION 2.  BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, That the City Council hereby ratifies and affirms all action taken in the adoption of Ordinance No. 10692 which established general regulations for Landscaping Requirements within new and existing developments within the City of Chattanooga.



SECTION 3.  BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, That this Ordinance shall take effect two weeks from and after its passage, the public welfare requiring it.
