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ORDINANCE NO. 10803

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND ORDINANCE NO. 6958, AS AMENDED, KNOWN AS THE ZONING ORDINANCE, SO AS TO REZONE A TRACT OF LAND LOCATED AT 3501 ST. ELMO AVENUE, MORE PARTICULARLY DESCRIBED HEREIN, FROM M-3 WAREHOUSE AND WHOLESALE ZONE TO M-2 LIGHT INDUSTRIAL ZONE, SUBJECT TO CERTAIN CONDITIONS.

SECTION 1.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA, TENNESSEE, That Ordinance No. 6958, as amended, known as the Zoning Ordinance, be and the same is hereby amended so as to rezone:

A tract of land located at 3501 St. Elmo Avenue, being on the northwest line of St. Elmo Avenue northeast of Cummings Highway.  
An unplatted tract, being the property described in deed book 3752, page 889, ROHC.  Tax Map No. 155G-A-12.

from M-3 Warehouse and Wholesale Zone to M-2 Light Industrial Zone.



SECTION 2.

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED,
That this rezoning shall be subject to the following conditions:



1.
The proposed use and the following permitted M-2 uses which have been noted as those that would give less impact to the adjacent residents.  The M-2 permitted uses are: cold storage plants; food and food products, packaging and distribution; greenhouses (wholesale only); jewelry, silverware, and plated ware manufacture; Laboratories – research, testing and medical; re-packaging; utility and public service uses; warehousing; wholesaling; wholesale produce markets; and related office space and retail sales (no commercial or office use unless directly related to one of the permitted uses of this section); and



2.
Landscaping must follow the guidelines set by the zoning ordinance for M-2 zoning which specify a 15 foot planted area of evergreen trees.  This would leave an area of approximately 20 feet for access to the rear of the building.  In addition a 6 foot site obscuring fence between the plantings and the building and driveway would be desired; and



3.
All existing easements are retained.



SECTION 3.

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, That this Ordinance shall take effect two weeks from and after its passage, as provided by law.
