ORDINANCE NO. 10967

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND THE CHATTANOOGA CITY CODE, PART II, CHAPTER 4, WHICH CHAPTER IS KNOWN AS "THE CHATTANOOGA AIR POLLUTION CONTROL ORDINANCE" BY PROVIDING FOR INCORPORATION BY REFERENCE OF NATIONAL ASSOCIATION OF CORROSION ENGINEERS STANDARD RP0294-94 “RECOMMENDED PRACTICE DESIGN, FABRICATION, AND INSPECTION OF TANKS FOR STORAGE OF CONCENTRATED SULFURIC ACID AND OLEUM AT AMBIENT TEMPERATURES.”


WHEREAS, it is the declared public policy of this municipality to achieve and maintain such levels of air quality as will protect human health and safety, and to the greatest degree practicable, prevent injury to plant and animal life and property, and foster the comfort and convenience of the people; and


WHEREAS, local regulation of air quality is the most efficient means towards that end; and


WHEREAS Tennessee Code Annotated § 6-54-502 provides that a municipality may adopt by reference a compilation of rules and regulations published by a technical trade association provided that one (1) copy of such compilation is filed with the clerk of the municipality for a period of fifteen (15) days prior to adoption of the ordinance which incorporates such compilation; 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA, TENNESSEE, that Chapter 4 of Part II of the Chattanooga City Code incorporate by reference the following compilations of rules and regulations published by a technical trade association, of which one (1) copy has been on file with the clerk of the municipality for a period of at least fifteen (15) days.

Section 1.  That Section 4-68 of said Chapter 4 be, and hereby is, amended by incorporating by reference in accordance with T.C.A. Section 6-54-502 the following document as Section 4-68(m):

National Association of Corrosion Engineers (NACE) Standard RP0294-94 “Recommended Practice Design, Fabrication, and Inspection of Tanks for Storage of Concentrated Sulfuric Acid and Oleum at Ambient Temperatures.”

Section 2.
BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, that Chattanooga City Code Supplement No. 1, Part II, Chapter 4 (1998), codifying ordinances as previously adopted and amended, and Ordinance Nos. 10785, 10786, 10923, 10924 and this ordinance be construed to be cumulative in effect, and it is here declared to be the legislative intent that compliance with any one or more provisions of the Chapter shall not be construed as a defense for non-compliance with any other applicable provisions of the Chapter or of this Ordinance or rules thereof.
Section 3.
BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, that if any section part of a section, sentence, clause or phrase of this Ordinance is for any reason declared to be unconstitutional or otherwise invalid by any court of competent jurisdiction, such decision shall not affect the validity of any other portion of this Ordinance, and only such invalid portion shall be elided from this Ordinance.

Section 4.
BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, that this Ordinance shall take effect two (2) weeks from and after its passage, the public welfare requiring it.
