ORDINANCE NO. 11067

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND ORDINANCE NO. 6958, AS AMENDED, KNOWN AS THE ZONING ORDINANCE,  BY AMENDING ARTICLE IV, BY ADDING A NEW SECTION 111, GRANTING CERTAIN POWERS TO THE CHIEF BUILDING OFFICIAL WHEN STAFF ERRORS OCCUR CONCERNING THE ZONING OF PROPERTY.



WHEREAS, The Chattanooga-Hamilton County Regional Planning Commission has determined that there is a need to have included within the Chattanooga Zoning Ordinance a means to empower the Chattanooga Chief Building Office with a method for granting construction and other permits when errors have occurred concerning the zoning of property; and



WHEREAS, on August 14, 2000, the Chattanooga-Hamilton County Regional Planning Commission adopted the recommendation that the applicant furnish a Bond and sign an Agreement which specifies that the person obtaining the permit may proceed, at their own peril, with construction and by signing such Agreement the applicant agrees to tear down the constructed improvements in the event of disapproval of the zoning request by the Chattanooga City Council; 



NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA;



SECTION 1.
BE IT ORDAINED, That Ordinance No. 6958, known as the Zoning Ordinance, within Article IV be amended by adding the following as Section 111:

That Article IV, Section 111:

111.
When it has been determined that an error in zoning has occurred which was caused by a mistake by the staff of any governmental agency, the Chief Building Official may have the authority to issue temporary building or other permits subject to the following conditions:

(1)
The applicant shall furnish a Bond in an amount satisfactory to the Chief Building Official; and

(2)
The applicant shall sign a document to be prepared by the Chief Building Official which states that the applicant will be able to proceed with building, for which review has been approved; and

(3)
That the document shall contain a statement that the applicant shall be permitted to proceed with any building or other construction at their own peril; and

(4)
That the applicant agrees to remove any improvements to the site at the applicant’s expense within a time specified by the Chief Building Official in order to fully comply with the requirements of the Zoning Ordinance.

Section 2.
BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, That this Ordinance shall take effect two weeks from and after its passage, as provided by law.
