ORDINANCE NO. 11082

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND ORDINANCE NO. 6958, AS AMENDED, KNOWN AS THE ZONING ORDINANCE,  BY AMENDING ARTICLE V, SECTIONS 116, 126, 166, 209 AND 256, ARTICLE VIII, SECTIONS 107(13)(b)(1) AND (2), AND ARTICLE VIII, SECTION 107(13)(c)(3),  RELATIVE TO THE LOCATION STANDARDS AND SITING REQUIREMENTS OF COMMERCIAL TOWERS.



WHEREAS, The Chattanooga-Hamilton County Regional Planning Commission has determined that the current standards allow for the location of commercial towers in all residential areas of the City of Chattanooga ; and



WHEREAS, certain tower locations would allow for a fall zone across adjacent property lines and amendments to the zoning ordinance are needed with regard to the location and setback standards; and



WHEREAS, Chattanooga-Hamilton County Regional Planning 

Commission has adopted a resolution on September 11, 2000, recommending to the 

Chattanooga City Council that the Chattanooga Zoning Ordinance No. 6958 be amended by deleting certain sections and substituting new language in lieu thereof regarding the location and setback standards of commercial towers;



NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA, TENNESSEE:



SECTION 1.
BE IT ORDAINED, That Ordinance No. 6958, known as the Zoning Ordinance, within Article V, Sections 116, 126, 166, 209 and 256 be amended as follows:

That Article V, Section 116 be deleted in its entirety and substitute the following in lieu thereof:

116.
Uses Permitted as Special Exceptions by Board of Appeals.  The Board of Appeals for Variances and Special Permits may issue a special exceptions permit for communications towers on publicly owned property under the terms specified in Article VIII.

That Article V, Section 126 be deleted in its entirety and substitute the following in lieu thereof:

126.
Uses Permitted as Special Exceptions by Board of Appeals.  The Board of Appeals for Variances and Special Permits may issue a special exceptions permit for communications towers on publicly owned property under the terms specified in Article VIII.

That Article V, Section 166 be deleted in its entirety and substitute the following in lieu thereof:

166.
Uses Permitted as Special Exceptions by Board of Appeals.  The Board of Appeals for Variances and Special Permits may issue a special exceptions permit for communications towers on publicly owned property under the terms specified in Article VIII.

That Article V, Section 209 be deleted in its entirety and substitute the following in lieu thereof:

209.
Uses Permitted as Special Exceptions by Board of Appeals.  The Board of Appeals for Variances and Special Permits may issue a special exceptions permit for communications towers on publicly owned property under the terms specified in Article VIII.

That Article V, Section 256 be deleted in its entirety and substitute the following in lieu thereof:

256.
Uses Permitted as Special Exceptions by Board of Appeals.  The Board of Appeals for Variances and Special Permits may issue a special exceptions permit for communications towers on publicly owned property under the terms specified in Article VIII.

Section 2.
BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, That Ordinance No. 6958, known as the Zoning Ordinance, within Article VIII, Section 107, Subsections 13(b)(1) and (2) and Section 107, Subsection 13(c)(3) be amended as follows:

That Article VIII, Section 107, Subsection 13(b)(1) and (2) be deleted in their entirety and substitute the following in lieu thereof:

13(b)
Special Permits Required:  Except as exempted by regulations of a particular zone, special exceptions permits shall be required for all lattice communication towers and for monopole communication towers as provided herein:

1.
Subject to the issuance of a Special Permit by the Board of Appeals, commercial towers may be permitted to locate on publicly owned property in R-1, RT-1, R-TZ, R-2 and R-3MD Zoning Districts.

2.
Subject to the issuance of a Special Permit by the Board of Appeals, commercial towers may be permitted to locate on property whether  publicly or privately owned that is located in an R-3 or R-4 Residential Zone or any non-residential zone.

3.
The issuance of a Special Permit is subject to landscaping standards, co-location requirements and other requirements set forth in the Special Permit procedures.  Towers shall be set back from all property lines on which the tower is located by the height of the tower.  No portion of the tower structure shall be designed or constructed so that the height of the tower allows it to fall across the property line of the abutting property.  In non-residential zones where a tower is proposed to be located on a site with an existing residential structure, the tower must be set back from the on-site residential structure by the height of the tower.

That Article VIII, Section 107, Subsection 13(c)(3) be deleted in its entirety and substitute the following in lieu thereof:

3.
Adequate documentation by the applicant that no suitable existing facilities within the coverage area are available to the applicant.  Adequate documentation shall include maps of the site and abutting property, latitude and longitude of the proposed tower, the location of existing towers or structures that have been reviewed by the applicant, calculations and other specific evidence of why the existing towers or structures are not sufficient.  Facilities include other towers, buildings or presently constructed non-tower structures within the service perimeter of the proposed site.  As part of the documentation process, the City of Chattanooga or its assign may conduct research to verify data that has been submitted  including, but not limited to, field reconnaissance of the service perimeter of the proposed site.

Section 3.
BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, That this Ordinance shall take effect two weeks from and after its passage, as provided by law.
