RESOLUTION NO. 21945

A RESOLUTION EXTENDING THE TIME FOR REBUILDING THE SIGMA CHI FRATERNITY HOUSE LOCATED AT 901 OAK STREET AS A LEGAL NON-CONFORMING USE UNTIL APRIL 18, 2000.

WHEREAS, the Sigma Chi Fraternity House located at 901 Oak Street, Chattanooga, Tennessee, was destroyed by fire on April 18, 1998; and

WHEREAS, the Sigma Chi House Corporation of Chattanooga, Inc. has requested an extension of time for an additional year beyond April 18, 1999, up to and including April 18, 2000, within which to rebuild as a legal non-conforming use in accordance with Article VII of the Zoning Ordinance; and 

WHEREAS, Chattanooga City Council believes that this is a reasonable extension of time in order to give all parties a necessary opportunity to rebuild at this location or to find another location for the placement of a new fraternity house

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Chattanooga City Council that the Sigma Chi House Corporation of Chattanooga, Inc. is hereby authorized to be considered as a legal non-conforming use in the placement of a fraternity house at 901 Oak Street, Chattanooga, Tennessee, for an additional year beyond April 18, 1999, up to and including April 18, 2000, in order to qualify as a legal non-conforming use within the provisions of Article VII of the Zoning Ordinance.
