RESOLUTION NO. 22001

A RESOLUTION TO AMEND RESOLUTION NO. 21041, AS ADOPTED ON JULY 16, 1996, TO EXPAND THE BOUNDARY OF THE CENTRAL BUSINESS ZONE AREA.



WHEREAS, the official boundary of the Central Business Zone was created by Resolution No. 21041 on July 16, 1996; and



WHEREAS, there is a need to expand said boundary to include an area west of the existing boundary thereby creating the opportunity for further economic development on the west side of the downtown area where parking lots do not have to be as large as would be required in the other commercial zones; and


WHEREAS, there can be no C-3 Central Business Zone cases taken for processing zoning changes until such time as the boundary is expanded; and



WHEREAS, on November 9, 1998, the Chattanooga-Hamilton County Regional Planning Commission recommended to the Chattanooga City Council that the Central Business Zone be expanded as shown on the attached map and that only those areas on said map shall be considered for C-3 zoning;

NOW, THEREFORE,

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA, TENNESSEE, That the Central Business Zone area be expanded to include an area west of the existing boundary thereby creating the opportunity for further development on the west side of the downtown area pursuant to the recommendation of the Chattanooga-Hamilton County Regional Planning Commission.
