RESOLUTION NO.  22682

A RESOLUTION THAT CERTAIN PROPERTY LOCATED AT 1301 MARKET STREET BE DECLARED SURPLUS, SUBJECT TO CERTAIN CONDITIONS.



WHEREAS, The City of Chattanooga Department of General Services has requested a Mandatory Referral for the purpose of declaring certain property surplus; and



WHEREAS, the property is located in downtown Chattanooga and can be used to enhance the economic development of the community; and



WHEREAS, the standards for development and/or redevelopment have been addressed by the conditions listed below and the City of Chattanooga will request that proposals be submitted to determine the highest and best use for the site; and



WHEREAS, the staff of the Chattanooga-Hamilton County Regional Planning Agency has determined that declaring the property surplus is in the best interest for the community and on September 11, 2000, recommended to the City Council of the City of Chattanooga that the property be declared surplus subject to certain conditions; 

NOW, THEREFORE,

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA, TENNESSEE, That the property located at 1301 Market Street, Tax Map No. 145E-N-01, is declared surplus, subject to the following conditions:



1.
Preservation of the existing structure, except as determined by the Building Official to be unsafe for continued occupancy;



2.
No gasoline service stations or adult-oriented establishments shall be permitted on the property;



3.
Provide at least one pedestrian entrance from Market Street; 



4.
No additional curb cuts on Market Street;



5.
Placement of all dumpsters to the rear of the property near Cowart Street is preferred.  In all cases, dumpsters shall be screened from any public right-of-way;



6.
There shall be a percentage of openings (doors and windows) on the ground floor Market Street façade of no less than 30%;



7.
Upper story windows shall have a vertical or square orientation;



8.
No security-type roll-up metal doors shall be permitted on Market Street; 



9.
If additions are made to the building or if it is demolished:

(a) Height of the building or structure is to be limited to 2 to 6 stores;

(b) A zero setback orientation to Market Street is preferred, however a maximum 15 foot setback can be permitted if a wall, fence, or hedge is provided at the right-of-way and activity is provided between the building and the right-of-way such as a park, plaza, outdoor dining, or sculpture garden;

(c) Hedges shall consist of evergreen trees or shrubs planted in a landscaped area with a minimum horizontal depth of 3 feet.  All plantings shall be installed at a minimum size of 3 gallons and spaced on-center no more than 80% of the expected mature spread;

(d) Walls shall consist of masonry, stucco, or stone materials.  Walls shall have a minimum height of 3.5 feet above grade but not to exceed 6 feet;

(e) Fences should consist of wood, decorative metal, cast iron, or composite material.  Highway-style guardrails, stockades, or contemporary security fencing (e.g., chain link) shall not be permitted; and

All existing easements are retained.
