RESOLUTION NO. 23336

A RESOLUTION EXPRESSING THE INTENT OF THE CITY COUNCIL TO CONTINUE ITS SUPPORT OF THE COMMUNITY EDUCATION ALLIANCE AND EXPRESSING ITS INTENT TO PROVIDE ASSOCIATED FUNDING FROM THE EDUCATION FUND TO FACILITATE SUCH ACTIVITIES THROUGH FISCAL YEAR 2004-2005.

WHEREAS the Mayor has initiated, and the City Council has endorsed, the establishment of a Community Education Alliance, and

WHEREAS high performing teachers continue to be a necessary but not sufficient condition for raising student achievement, and

WHEREAS a critical mass of such teachers rather than isolated individuals is necessary to transform the culture of low expectations and low achievement, and

WHEREAS schools serving high poverty areas within the city find it difficult to recruit and retain high performing teachers, and

WHEREAS financial incentives alone are inadequate for overcoming this problem, but may be useful in association with other, complementary strategies, and 

WHEREAS the Council has previously expressed its support of this initiative through Resolution 23158 adopted October 16, 2001,

NOW THEREFORE

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA, TENNESSEE that the Community Education Alliance is a worthy effort with the potential for measurable results reflecting improvement of public education within the City of Chattanooga and merits continuing support including financial resources for the foreseeable future through at least fiscal year 2004-2005.
