A RESOLUTION APPROVING THE TRANSFER OF A CERTAIN PARCEL OF REAL PROPERTY OWNED JOINTLY BY THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA AND HAMILTON COUNTY FOR THE TENNESSEE AQUARIUM EXPANSION, AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND CITY FINANCE OFFICER TO RESPECTIVELY EXECUTE AND ATTEST ANY AND ALL DOCUMENTS NECESSARY FOR SAID CONVEYANCE.

WHEREAS, The City of Chattanooga and Hamilton County jointly own a parcel of real property located next to the Tennessee Aquarium; and 

WHEREAS, A small portion of that property is needed for the planned expansion of the Aquarium and temporary use of other portions is needed during construction; and 

WHEREAS, This City Council agreeing with Resolution No. 303-40 of the Hamilton County Board of Commissioners to convey a total of less than five thousand (5,000) square feet of a portion of that parcel of real property owned jointly by said governmental entities on the north, east, and west sides of the planned expansion immediately adjacent to the Tennessee Aquarium; and 

WHEREAS, This City Council deems the conveyance of said parcel of property to be in the best interest of the citizens of our community and the economic development of our area.

NOW, THEREFORE,

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA, TENNESSEE, That the Council of the City of Chattanooga does hereby approve the transferring of a total of less than five thousand (5,000) square feet of a portion of that parcel of property owned jointly by the City of Chattanooga and Hamilton County on the north, east, and west sides immediately adjacent to the Tennessee Aquarium (a more exact legal description to be provided in the deed transferring the property) and that the Mayor and City Finance Officer are hereby authorized to execute and attest any and all documents necessary to bring about said conveyance.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Tennessee Aquarium and its contractor may be granted a temporary construction easement on adjacent Ross’s Landing Plaza property during construction of the Aquarium additions, provided that such temporary use shall be subject to coordination with other 21st Century Waterfront projects through the Chattanooga Downtown Redevelopment Corporation and the RiverCity Company.
