WHEREAS, The Chattanooga-Hamilton County Regional Planning Agency recently completed a study that showed a number of households have moved out of Hamilton County into neighboring counties in Georgia in the past few years; and


WHEREAS, The results of this study were presented to the Economic Development Committee of the Chattanooga City Council on September 9, 2003; and



WHEREAS, The Committee would like to obtain further information on two issues:



1.
Reasons why people move out of Hamilton County into nearby Georgia communities; and



2.
A comparison of taxes that a household would pay if living in a North Georgia county versus living in Chattanooga or Hamilton County, Tennessee.

NOW, THEREFORE,

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA, TENNESSEE, That the Chattanooga-Hamilton County Regional Planning Agency be and is hereby directed to conduct a telephone survey of households that have moved into North Georgia during the past ten (10) years and a comparison of the household tax burden in Chattanooga and Hamilton County, Tennessee, versus North Georgia locations by the end of early Spring, 2004, with funding not to exceed $4,000.00.
