BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA, TENNESSEE, That the Director of the Office of Performance Review be and is hereby authorized to apply for a grant from the Tennessee Office of Criminal Justice Programs, Edward Byrne Memorial Grant Program, in an amount up to $50,000.00 a year for four (4) years for the development and implementation of a prison re-entry initiative that would identify inmates in the Tennessee Department of Corrections who will be discharged to the Chattanooga community without supervision and to help reduce their rate of recidivism.  The City will apply for this funding in conjunction with Chattanooga Endeavors, Inc., which will be responsible for any and all matching funds.
