BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA, TENNESSEE, That the Administrator of the Department of Neighborhood Services be and is hereby authorized to enter into a revised Personal Services Contract with Jacqueline Bailey, to provide management services relative to the Spay and Neuter Programs, said contract effective June 1, 2004 through July 31, 2005, for a revised total contract amount not to exceed $21,000.00.

Personal Services Contract

THIS REVISED CONTRACT by and between the City of Chattanooga, hereinafter referred to as “City” and Jacqueline Bailey, hereinafter referred to as the “Contractor,” is for contracted services within the Department of Neighborhood Services, as further defined in the “SCOPE OF SERVICES” below.

NOW THEREFORE, City and the Contractor, in consideration of the mutual promises herein contained, have agreed, and do hereby enter into this Contract according to the provisions set out herein, and in accordance with the Federal Regulations governing the operation of programs and activities pursuant to the appropriate Act(s).

A. SCOPE OF SERVICES:

In accordance with the stipulations contained herein, the Contractor shall be responsible for the duties listed below and will answer directly to the Assistant Administrator of the Department of Neighborhood Services.

1.
Generate reports for Spay and Neuter Programs.

2.
Process service requests from citizens.

3.
Perform assessment on open programs and outstanding calls for Animal Services.

4.
Handle vet contacts for upcoming Spay and Neuter Programs.

5.
Submit a monthly report of the number of spay/neuter services.

B. PAYMENT TERMS AND CONDITIONS:

1. The Contractor shall be compensated for work done according to this work statement for a revised amount not to exceed $21,000.

2. Payment to the Contractor shall be made by check.

3. The Contractor agrees to pay all taxes incurred in performance of this contract.

C. TERM:

This contract shall be effective June 1, 2005 – July 31, 2005.

D. STANDARD TERMS AND CONDITIONS:

1. The City is not bound by this Contract until it is approved by the appropriate officials as indicated on the signature page of this Contract.

2. This Contract may be modified only by a written amendment which has been executed and approved by the appropriate parties as indicated on the signature page of this Contract.

3. The City may terminate the Contract by giving the Contractor at least 14 days written notice before the effective termination date.  The Contractor shall be entitled to receive equitable compensation for satisfactory authorized services completed as of the termination date.

4. If the Contractor fails to properly perform its obligations under this Contract or violates any terms of this Contract, the City shall have the right to immediately terminate the Contract and withhold payments in excess of fair compensation for completed services.  The Contractor shall not be relieved of liability to the City for damages sustained by virtue of any breach of this Contract by the Contractor.

5. The Contractor shall not assign this Contract or enter into a subcontract for any of the services performed under this Contract without obtaining the prior written approval of the City.  If such subcontracts are approved by the City, they shall contain, at a minimum, Paragraphs D.6 and D.8 of this Contract.

6. No person on the grounds of handicap, age, race, color, religion, sex, national origin, or any other classification protected by Federal and/or Tennessee State constitutional and/or statutory law shall be excluded from participation in, or be denied benefits of, or be otherwise subjected to discrimination in the performance of Contract or in the employment practices of the Contractor.  The Contractor shall, upon request, show proof of such non-discrimination, and shall post in conspicuous places, available to all employees and applicants, notices of non-discrimination.

7. The City shall have no liability except as specifically provided in the Contract.

8. The Contractor shall comply with all applicable Federal and State laws and regulation in the performance of the Contract.

E. SPECIAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS:

Should any of these terms and conditions conflict with any other terms and conditions of this Contract, these special terms and conditions shall control.
