BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA, TENNESSEE, That the Chief of the Chattanooga Police Department be and is hereby authorized to enter into a 2006 Emergency Communications Memorandum of Understanding with the Hamilton County 9-1-1 Emergency Communications District, a copy of said agreement being attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference.

MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING

PARTIES
This 2006 Emergency Communications Memorandum of Understanding ("the MOU") is made and entered into between the City of Chattanooga (“the Agency”), and the Hamilton County     9-1-1 Emergency Communications District ("the District"), a public corporation created pursuant to Tennessee Code Annotated ("T.C.A.") § 7‑86-101, et sequitur ("the Law"), acting by and through its Board of Directors ("the Board").

LAW
The parties enter into the Agreement based upon the Law, including, but not limited to, the Intergovernmental Agreement Act, T.C.A. Section 5-11-113, et sequitur, and the Interlocal Cooperation Act, T.C.A. Section 12-9-101, et sequitur.
PREMISES
WHEREAS, the District was established for the purpose of providing a system of emergency telephone communications whereby a telephone user can dial the digits "9-1-1," whenever emergency assistance was required, and be electronically connected to a Public Safety Answering Point ("the PSAP") or dispatching location so that emergency services might be secured, the dispatch and delivery of which are facilitated by telephone identification and address location enhancements ("E-911"), thereby helping to save lives, protect property and assist law enforcement agencies; and
WHEREAS, the District facilitates the delivery of the life-saving E-911 service by providing, among other things, a telephony system, PSAP equipment, and computer-assisted dispatching (“CAD”) software, in addition to the administrative support given by the District to local government offices for addressing, mapping, and the geographic information system (“GIS”), all of which is offered at no cost to the Agency; and

WHEREAS, the District has established an alternate or back-up PSAP (“the Back-Up PSAP”) at a secure location in Hamilton County, which Back-Up PSAP would be activated in the event of equipment or facility interruptions at the primary PSAP located at 3404 Amnicola Highway (“the 911 Center”), or such other primary PSAP as the District may establish in the future, and made available for the benefit of the Agency in accordance with the terms and conditions of a separate MOU previously agreed by the Agency and the District, which MOU is incorporated by reference herein; and

WHEREAS, the Agency shares a common mission with the District, that being the protection of the health and safety of the public, and the Agency is willing to cooperate with the District to facilitate the delivery of the E-911 service, and to provide adequate human and technical resources for this purpose, and to meet such training standards as may be required by law; and,

WHEREAS, to memorialize the intentions and understandings of the parties, this MOU has been developed, as set forth below:

NOW, THEREFORE, BASED UPON THESE PREMISES, THE PARTIES TO THIS MOU AGREE:

Section 1. Delivery of E-911 Service

In consideration of the promises of the Agency set forth herein, the District agrees to do all things necessary to deliver the E-911 service to the PSAP operated by the Agency, including, but not limited to, such features as the dominant telephone service supplier (“the Service Supplier”) makes available, and to pay all costs relating to the E-911.

Section 2.  PSAP Equipment 
The District agrees to provide the Agency with such PSAP equipment as is necessary to receive the E-911 service, excluding radio communications equipment such as consoles, and to pay all costs of the PSAP equipment.  For so long as the Agency is located at the primary PSAP, the District agrees to provide the Agency the same services and equipment as made available to other Agencies at that location and to pay all costs for such additional equipment.

Section 3.  Agency Operation of PSAP 
In consideration of the promises of the District set forth above, the Agency agrees to operate its PSAP in accordance with all requirements of law, including, but not limited to, dispatcher training standards as may be established, from time to time, and to adequately staff the PSAP with trained personnel so that persons using the E-911 service for emergency purposes, whose calls are routed to the Agency PSAP, will receive a timely response from the Agency.

Section 4.  Term and Renewal
This MOU shall be for an initial term that begins effective November 1, 2006, and ends October 30, 2010.  This MOU shall automatically be renew for additional terms of four (4) years each unless either Party elects to withdraw in accordance with the terms provided below.

Section 5.  Withdrawal 

Either party may withdraw from this MOU by providing 90 days advance written notice to the other party.  Withdrawal shall terminate the MOU upon the effective date of such withdrawal.  Both parties agree to take whatever action is necessary to avoid any interruption of the E-911 service and to minimize inconvenience to the public.

Section 6.  Amendment
This MOU may not be amended, except in writing, and approved by both Parties.
