A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE CHIEF OF POLICE TO APPLY FOR AND ACCEPT THE COPS FY 2007 TECHNOLOGY PROGRAM (TECH) GRANT FROM THE U.S. DEPARTMENT OF JUSTICE OFFICE OF COMMUNITY ORIENTED POLICING SERVICES (COPS) IN WASHINGTON, D.C., FOR A TOTAL AMOUNT NOT TO EXCEED THREE MILLION DOLLARS ($3,000,000.00), FOR A THREE YEAR PERIOD, WITH ONE MILLION DOLLARS ($1,000,000.00) LOCAL MATCHING FUNDS REQUIRED.  THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA WOULD PROVIDE APPROXIMATELY TEN THOUSAND DOLLARS ($10,000.00), WITH THE REMAINING BALANCE OF NINE HUNDRED NINETY THOUSAND DOLLARS ($990,000.00) TO BE PROVIDED BY OTHER PARTICIPATING AGENCIES. THE PROGRAM WOULD BE AN IMPROVEMENT AND EXTENSION OF THE JOINT REGIONAL INFORMATION EXCHANGE SYSTEM (JRIES) AND WILL BE KNOWN AS “COPLINK II.”

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHATTANOOGA, TENNESSEE, That the Chief of Police be and is hereby authorized to apply for and accept the COPS FY 2007 Technology Program (Tech) Grant from the U.S. Department of Justice Office of Community Oriented Policing Services (COPS) in Washington, D.C., for a total amount not to exceed $3,000,000.00 for a three year period, to be spent on technology information sharing, with local matching funds of $1,000,000.00 required.  The City of Chattanooga would provide approximately $10,000.00 with the remaining balance of $990,000.00 to be provided by other participating agencies.  The program would be an improvement and extension of the Joint Regional Information Exchange System (JRIES) and will be known as “COPLINK II.”
